You may recall a couple of years ago receiving a letter from Powys County  Council concerning Welsh Government proposal to improve bus stop facilities along the T4 Traws Cymru route.


 


Grant money has now been approved and the existing Southbound stop on the A483 at Llanbister is included in the schedule of works which is proposed to take place on Wednesday 16th November 2016.


 


The work will involve bringing the existing pull in up to the current highways specification by extending the pull in to the North and widening to allow the bus to park safely off the road. The bus stop shall be provided with a DDA compliant access platform, a new shelter and a bus stop flag pole with timetable board. Footpaths shall be altered to suit the altered layout tying into the existing paths.


 


The ground work is expected to be completed by Friday 25th November.


 


The shelter and flag pole will not be installed until early next year, once a suitable supplier has been procured.


 


Buses will continue to serve the village at the present location during the works and passengers are requested to wait near the telephone box away from the working area which shall be fenced off.

I am writing to introduce myself as I have taken on the role of Community Relations Manager for Garreg Lwyd Hill Wind Farm.


 


I wanted to let you know that before leaving, Sam Mayes shared with me the feedback Llanbadarn Fynydd, Beguildy, Llanbister and Kerry Community Councils have provided on RES’ suggestion for an 8 km area of benefit and a fund panel consisting of two representatives from Llanbadarn Fynydd, Beguildy, Llanbister Community Councils and one from Kerry. It is clear that there is a difference of opinion on the area of benefit/fund panel and having considered the views of the four community councils, the purpose of the fund and our experience on other wind farms, it is our intention is to proceed with an 8 km area of benefit due to the size of the fund and its nature which should be as inclusive as possible. 


 


I will be back in touch in the new year to discuss this further and would like to meet with the community councils either collectively or on an individual basis. In order to move forward, we will need to decide how the fund will be administered and who will sit on the panel. I would like to have agreed these points by no later than mid-February to allow time for preparatory works to take place ahead of the first payment of the fund being made (like to be April/May 2017).
